[bookmark: _GoBack]This is the oral presentation made by Susan Mather of Oulton Parish Council, at the Open Floor Hearing on 24th April, on behalf of Professor Tony Barnett who is a parish councillor for Corpusty & Saxthorpe Parish council,  a Research Fellow at The London School of Hygiene and Tropical Medicine -  and who also happens to live beside the B1149 (Holt Road).
Professor Barnett was unable to attend the Open Floor hearing but has prepared a written statement which follows an introduction.
**It was noted by the Panel at the Open Floor Hearing that they had heard from Professor Barnett previously, Oulton parish Council were unaware of this. It appears the panel were correct and Professor Barnett’s evidence had been submitted by Cawston Parish Council at deadline 6. With this in mind and not wishing to repeat already submitted material Professor Barnett has written a summary to clarify his points further. His summary is endorsed by Corpusty & Saxthorpe Parish Council as well as Cawston & Oulton Parish Councils and is attached.
What follows are Suggestions from the relevant parish councils and from the local communities, that the Examiners consider a number of Technical concerns so far omitted from consideration; And indications of new areas of information that should be available to the Examiners and form part of their deliberations.
The three specific questions which Professor Barnett encourages the Examiners to consider are as follows:
Question 1: How far has costing of this National Infrastructure project taken account of direct and 
In-direct Health, Welfare and road safety costs to the local community over the medium and long term?
 
Question 2: What effects will additional project traffic movements along the B1149 and B1145 have on the 100 metre Particulate emission plumes along both sides of the B1149 and B1145 during the project’s life and over the following 30 years… taking account of:
a.      The particular susceptibility of the ageing population characteristics of the area AND
b.      The Child population in the area, AND
c.       Considering the Model outputs provided in the 2018 Ricardo Energy & Environment report, what will be the effects of this additional traffic on ambulance response times in North Norfolk during the construction period, once again taking into consideration the ageing population in this area and its special needs in relation to emergency responses; AND What impact will additional traffic generated by the extensive housing developments planned over the next several years at Corpusty & Saxthorpe have on project related and other traffic movements, including that generated from many additional homes recently constructed in Holt, some for people who commute to Norwich daily and whose movements have already increased the burden of traffic on a narrow country road?
 
Question 3: Will the examiners obtain and consider complete lists of all Models used in planning this project, Lists of all variables considered in these models, lists of all proxy indicators, The detailed formulae deployed, AND will they critically appraise these models and comment on them in their adjudication?
Will they share this information with the potentially affected communities, so they in turn may provide suggestions for variables which are of concern to them, but which are likely to have been omitted by modellers in planning this project?
 
We sincerely ask that you pay attention to these detailed questions concerning matters which have not previously been considered, either in detail or in some cases at all, and that you give your urgent attention to Professor Barnett’s written evidence.
