Solar Farm Applications:
The Chair updated the meeting: 
A meeting was held with Saviles as the agents for the developers. A further meeting was held with BDC Planning officers to clarify the process and procedure. The need for BDC to prepare a local impact report for the Sep/Dep proposed developments.

Wind farm Updates
The chair updated the meeting:
Norfolk Vanguard…Planning inspectorate infrastructure published responses to the Secretary of States letter of the 10th July requesting further information. There was a cumulative impact response with SEP/DEP which stated that for Link 68 there would not be any cumulative impact as SEP/DEP would not be constructing until 2025.

Norfolk Boreas…Planning Inspectorate Infrastructure (PINS) published responses to the Secretary of States letter of the 9th July requesting further information from the applicants and interested parties. This included a response from the applicants on the cumulative impact with Sheringham & Dudgeon Extension project (SEP/DEP), one document in particular was of interest to OPC:-Updated information on cumulative and in combination effects with the Dudgeon and Sheringham Shoal Extension Projects’
Norfolk Boreas are stating that there will not be any significant impact from SEP/DEP because the cable route construction HGV numbers will be low. OPC will  respond to PINS re this statement, as the traffic data provided has not taken into account that Oulton is on the short list for the Main construction Compound and traffic numbers would be in addition to cable route construction. Equinor have not been included in the traffic data for the compound and this would add further cumulative impact with Hornsea Three/Norfolk Boreas/SEP/DEP in 2025. SEP/DEP are currently carrying out traffic surveys.

Equinor have responded to an email in which OPC asked for further information on compound location and traffic data. Equinor have responded that they cannot give this information as they are currently carrying out traffic surveys to make the final decision

on where the main construction compound will be located. They will publishing the consultation report in October and will inform all stakeholders after the publication of 
that report. Equinor are willing to have meetings with Parish Councils after the publication of the consultation report. The DCO application is due to be submitted in December. Until OPC are told otherwise, Oulton is still on the short list for a Main Construction compound

OTNR….Alison Shaw has been active in galvanising support from 39 Parish Councils to be co signatories to a letter in response to the Ofgem consultation on the Offshore Transmission Network. The deadline for this response is 8th September.

Orsted are starting a consultation to include Energy Balancing Infrastructure (battery storage) at the Hornsea Three substation site in Norwich.
