(i) Vattenfall’s Norfolk Vanguard
Following on from the Judicial Review(JR)  which saw Norfolk Vanguard’s planning consent quashed by the High Court, there has been no further information yet from the Secretary of State about when or how the redetermination process will proceed. 
(ii) Vattenfall’s Norfolk Boreas
The Secretary of State was due to announce his final  decision on this project on 12th April but this did not happen. Instead, a statement was posted on the PINS website stating:
"The Secretary of State will be setting a new deadline for a decision. A statement confirming the new deadline for a decision will be made to the House of Commons and House of Lords in accordance with section 107(7) of the Planning Act 2008, in due course.” 

It is possible that this delay to the Boreas decision is in some way related to the JR decision on the sister project of Vanguard, referred to above. The JR case was heavily focused on cumulative impact and the judge’s final ruling clearly indicated that the impacts of the Vanguard and Boreas projects now needed to be considered together.    
(iii) Orsted’s Hornsea Three
Hornsea Three project was granted its development consent on 31st December 2020. Orsted have recently sent out letters to Parish Councils giving a project update. This April newsletter was  circulated by Oulton PC, via the residents’ email list.
Orsted indicate that they now have “a preference"  to use HVDC(Direct Current)

technology, rather than HVAC(Alternating Current) -  the latter of which which they had promoted throughout their examination process. It is noted that this is still only "a preference”, and they could at any stage change their minds again.

If HVDC is adopted, then this would remove the need for a huge booster station near Edgefield (a significant environmental ‘gain’), and reduce slightly the width of the cable route trenches. However, it would almost double the height of the substantial substations at Norwich Main.  So painful environmental impacts will simply be transferred from one part of the project to another.  
(iv) Equinor’s SEP/DEP Project
Equinor's Sheringham & Dudgeon Extension Projects are entering their Phase 2 consultations. The first part of this is an online  Stakeholder Forum for Parish Councils affected, on 20th April.  Alison Shaw will be participating, on behalf of Oulton PC. Unfortunately the numbers have been limited to only one representative from each Parish Council. It is hoped there will be an opportunity to view this meeting online later.
(v) Poultry farm  
Objections have been sent to both North Norfolk District Council and Broadland District Council
(vi) Voltaic Panels
This matter will be considered by the full Planning Committee of Broadland District Council and members of Oulton Parish Council will speak.
